Reading: Please ensure that your child reads every day, whether this be a fiction book, non-fiction book, magazine, e-book etc. Ask
questions throughout to see if they have a clear understanding of what they've read. See ‘Read, read, repeat’ page at the end of this

pack for ideas of other reading based activities.

Writing: Ask your child to write a few sentences in a journal / diary each evening. This is going to be a huge part of the world's
history and they'll be able to share their first hand experiences with their children and future generations.

English - Writing

In the film there are 12 planets with very different aliens on them. I would like you to pick 2 or 3 of your favourite
and write about them in an ‘Explorer’s Log’ as the astronaut who has discovered these planets and their life forms.
Imagine that you are describing them for astrologers back on Earth. What does the planet look like? Are the
aliens friendly or hostile? Did you manage to have any dialogue with them? What did you/they say? Make sure
you set out the dialogue correctly- new line, new speaker. I'm looking forward to reading all the lovely descriptive
(similes, metaphors, personification) ways that you have written about these planets and aliens.

Science
For science this week we would like you to do a Shadow Investigation. On a sunny day (it would be useful if you
checked the weather forecast the night before you are planning to do this) go outside and stand on a large bit of
concrete such as your drive, pavement near your house etc... Stand so that your shadow is in front of you. With a
piece of chalk draw a line in front of your feet (you will be standing with your toes behind this line in the same
position at different points of the day). Get someone else in your family to draw around your shadow. At lunchtime
go outside again and stand with your toes behind the same line you drew in the morning. Get someone to draw
around your shadow again (has your shadow moved? It should have done). Repeat this again at around 3pm and
6pm. Look at how your shadow has moved.

Topic
Have you been collecting packaging and other bits and bobs? If you have. this is a perfect opportunity to use it for
some home learning! Design a rocket that you could make using junk modelling materials and personalise it with
your own designs. Please send me any photos - I'm sure your creations will be ‘out of this world’l
